REGULATION NO. 3

APPLICATION AND RESPONSIBILITY FOR SERVICE

A. APPLICATION FOR SERVICE:

Each prospective customer, other than residential, will be required to sign an application for
the electric service desired and establish credit acceptable to the District. The application
will be made on District-approved forms and may be submitted to any Power Division
Office, Customer Accounting Office or to a duly authorized agent or employee.

Information to be provided will include:
1. Full name, signatures and post office address of applicant. Full corporate name and

names of all officers (if a corporation) and signatures, or correct firm name and
names of all partners (if a partnership). If corporation, articles of incorporation must

be included.
2. Location of premises to be served.
3. Date applicant will be ready for service.
4. Purpose for which service is to be used, with description of appliances.
5. Address to which bills are to be mailed or delivered.
6. Whether applicant is owner, agent or tenant of premises. If agent, a letter of

authorization from the owner(s) is required.
7. Rate Schedule desired if option rate is available.

8. Such other information as the District may reasonably require; valid California
Drivers License with birth date or Social Security card with picture identification.

9. Application for Service - Residential:
Application for Electric Service may be made by telephone.

B. RESPONSIBILITY FOR SERVICE:

When two or more parties join in one application for electric service, the parties shall be
jointly and severally liable and only one bill shall be rendered.

Each customer about to vacate any premises supplied with service by the District shall give
written or accepted telephone notice at least two days in advance specifying the date service
is desired to be discontinued. The customer is liable for payment, under the appropriate rate
schedule, for all electric energy supplied until the time specified in such notice.
